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Gilbert Hunt was born in Leckhampton, the younger son of a gardener, Thomas Hunt,
and Clara Hunt. Before the war he was a member of the Cheltenham Scouts, the
Church Lads’ Brigade and the Leckhampton choir for four years. Later he was working
for the Midland Railway at Redditch, where he signed up on 26 February 1917 in M
Company of the 6" Battalion of the Worcestershire Regiment. He died of meningitis at
Devonport Hospital less than two months later.
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
